FIRST™ ROBOTICS COMPETITION ~ With heartfelt thanks to Mr.  

Jon Hagadorn, CEO/ Executive Director of Wms. Co. YMCA, Mr. Tim 

Sheridan and JC Penney, we are thrilled to participate in a fantastic 

science/technology opportunity! The YMCA and JC Penney have 

obtained a grant for students to participate in this year’s FIRST™ 

Robotics Competition in conjunction with NASA.  For the first time, we 

have students from Bryan who are participating.  Around 2500 teams of 

students are starting a six-week project to build Kinect®-powered 

robots.  Bryan’s team, the Bryan Automatons, consists of nine students 

from SPCS and three BHS students.  Eleven of the twelve team members 

are from our school/parish.  They began working on Monday and will 

meet at least three times per week to design and build their robot.  All 

robots will then meet in March in Cleveland, Ohio to play “Rebound 

Rumble” basketball in the competition.
